THE CORNER OF LE CONTE AND WESTWOOD BOULEVARD IS 
UCLA’S FRONT DOOR TO THE COMMUNITY. ORIGINALLY THIS 
SITE WAS HOME TO A FACILITY STUDYING SUBTROPICAL 
HORTICULTURE AND THE PLANT DESIGN AROUND THE 
MATURE FICUS TREES AIMS TO GIVE A SUBTROPICAL 
SHADY GARDEN FEEL.  MOST EXISTING TREES ARE BEING 
PRESERVED IN THE DESIGN WITH THE EXCEPTION OF ONE 
FICUS ON THE EASTERN SIDE OF WESTWOOD BOULEVARD.  
THE REASON FOR THE REMOVAL OF THE LARGE TREE 
IS TO OPEN UP THE CORNER SO BOTH CORNERS CAN 
BE SYMETRICAL IN DESIGN, FLANKING THE STREET WITH 
PALMS AND ORNAMENTAL GRASSES.  THE CORNERS 
UTILIZE PALMS PLANTED IN THE SHAPE OF A “L” WHICH IS A 
CONTINUATION OF THE EXISTING PALM PLAZA ADJACENT TO 
THE CORNER.  TWO SWALES ARE DESIGNED TO REPLACE 
WATER-INTENSIVE LAWNS AND ARE LOCATED ADJACENT 
TO THE STREET CREATING AN OPPORTUNITY TO FILTER 
STORMWATER IF CURB CUTS ARE CREATED.  THROUGHOUT 
THE DESIGN THERE ARE POCKETS WHERE THE SIDEWALK 
DEVIATES TO CREATE SMALL NOOKS AWAY FROM THE 
STREET.  EXISTING BRICK PLANTERS ON THE EASTERN SIDE 
OF THE STREET CAN BE REPURPOSED INTO INTIMATE AREAS 
WITH BENCHES AND TABLES.  THE PLANTING PALETTE IS A 
MIXTURE OF LOW TO MEDIUM WATER PLANTS BOTH NATIVE 
AND NON-NATIVE WITH ORNAMENTAL INTEREST.  FLOSS-
SILK TREES WILL GIVE SEASONAL INTEREST WITH THEIR PINK 
FLOWERS AND OVERSIZED COTTONY SEED PODS.  MANY 
OF THE PLANTINGS ARE GRAYS, BLUES AND YELLOWS, AN 
ODE TO UCLA’S COLORS. THE SWALE IS A CONTINUATION OF 
NEARBY CALIFORNIA NATIVE PLANTINGS ON WESTWOOD 
BOULEVARD AND THE NEW SYCAMORES MATCH THE 
EXISTING TREES WITHIN THE PROJECT ZONE.
